The bottom tool bar has 9 buttons that allow quickess to Jingles (audio clips for immediate playn)
addition, it is possible to store up to 10 diffdrpages allowing quick access of 90 Jingles.

There are 3 ways to activate a Jingle:

1. The quickest way is to press a keyboard numbBer example, to start the Jingle labeled
“Ham” (number 6 on the tool bar shown), siynptess the number 6 on the PC keyboard.

2. Click on the number of the Jingle in the tbat with the mouse.

ZaraRadio can announce the time, temperature amidhy automatically using pre-recorded audio clips
These announcements are inserted into the playlisvent lists as commands. For this to work,atheio
clips must be located in the folders Time, Tempeetand Humidity created when ZaraRadio was
installed. They are sub-directories of c:\ProgFiles\ZaraSoft\ZaraRadio.

Time Folder
This folder contains audio clips of the spoken Bamd minutes. There are three types of files:

HRSXX.mp3, where XX is the corresponding hour (fr@® to 23). These files must contain
audio clips that say something similar to "It's XX'"Example: the HRS02.mp3 file could say
“Time now, 2". This will be followed by the minufie.

MINXX.mp3, where XX is the corresponding minuteso(h 00 to 59). These files must contain
audio clips that say only the number of the minutexample: the MIN53.mp3 file would say
"53". When preceded by the hour clip you have ‘@inow, 2:53.”

HRSXX_0O.mp3 (the last character is the letter Q,anpero). This file must contain an audio clip
that says something like "It's XX o'clock”. Exarapl the HRS14 O.mp3 file would say “It's
1400 hours” for 24 hour format or “It's 2 PM” for2lhour format. Minutes are omitted on the
hour when these files are present.

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Playlist:

Displays tracks and other commands in the orddretplayed. Red-currently playing, Green-plays next
Blue-selected for an action (not shown above.) Pphegram length is shown for each item and the
complete program. Note that Random and other carmdmare not calculated as the exact file to play is
not known. Also, even where all items show a langihe total time will not be exact depending upon
overlapping of files if selected.

Jingles:

Up to 90 Jingles are possible in one list. ClickJingles in the Text bar for more detalils.

Events:

This window will display events to occur in the h&% minutes. Click the Clock ICON for details.
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Program Output display:

This display shows the currently playing track (redhe playlist) and the next up (green in theylia)
Bars L and R show the program stereo output lev&lso, a master level control located betweentthek
titles is available to adjust the program outpwele Below the currently playing track title angad time
displays. The Remaining time counts-down timerid ef the track. The End time refers to when thek
ends. Remember, this may not be exact due toaparig of files if selected. The Clock ICON can be
clicked to manually output a time announcement. rr€u time is shown next to the Clock ICON.
Temperature and Humidity ICONS are also availablmanually output those announcements also.

Plug-ins

This window allows installing and enabling sound processing plug-ins. Currently, only WinAmp
DSP Plug-ins are compatible.

Add...: opens a window that shows plug-ins located in the folder specified in the field
"Plug-ins directory".

Configure...: opens the configuration window of the selected plug-in.
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Delete: eliminates the selected plug-in.

Enable the plug-ins: activates or deactivates the plug-ins.

The order in which plug-ins process sound is from the top of list to bottom. To change this order,
use the arrows located on the right side of the window to move a selected plug-in up or down.

Warning:

Only plug-ins that do not alter the number of buffer samples are supported. In general, plug-ins
that do this will change the playback speed of a file. In addition, some plug-ins jeopardize the
stability of ZaraRadio. Finally, some plug-ins are not compatible with multiple file playback (more
than one file at a time.) This happens when files are overlapped or TTH announcements play
over a track already playing.
